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In February 1992, a group of business owners organized the Taiwanese
Chamber of Commerce of Dallas/Fort Worth. The organizers either mi grated to the
United States from Taiwan or had long standing relationships with businesses in
Taiwan. Since that time, the Chamber grew to its current size of 200 local business
owners and executives of international businesses.

The Chamber is a member of the Taiwanese Chambers of Commerce of
North America which counts amount its members over 5,000 prominent business
owners and executives. The Chamber is also a member of the World Taiwanese
Chambers of Commerce whose membership exceeds 30,000.

The Chamber is an active participant in the Chinese and Asian community in
the North Texas region. Many members of the Chamber serve on the boards of
directors of major charitable and cultural organizations in the region.
